Nelson Mandela :

Black man in a white mans court — This was
Mandela’s first court statement, in Pretoria,
October 1962. He opened his arguments by
saying he believed this was a “trial of the
African people”.

In its proper meaning equality before the law
means the right to participate in the making of
the laws by which one is governed, a
Constitution which guarantees democratic
rights to all sections of the population, the right
to approach the court for protection or relief in
the case of the violation of rights guaranteed
in the constitutions and the right to take part
in the administration of justice as judges,
magistrates, attorneys-general, law advices
and similar position.

In the absence of these safeguards the phrase
‘equality before the law’, in so far as it is
intended to apply to us, is meaningless and
misleading. All the rights and privileges to
which | have referred are monopolized by
whites and we enjoy none of them.

The white man makes all the laws, he drags
us before his courts and accuses us and he
sits in judgement over us.
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It is fit and proper to raise the question sharply,
what is this rigid colour-bar in the
administration of justice ? Why is it that in this
courtroom | face a white magistrate, am
confronted by a white prosecutor and escarted
into the dock by a white orderly ?

Can anyone honestly and seriously suggest
that in this type of atmosphere the scales of
justice are evenly balanced ?

Why is it that no African in the history of this
country has ever had the honour of being tried
by his own kith and kin, by his own flesh and
blood ?

| will tell your worship why : The real purpose
of this rigid colour-bar is to ensure that the
justice dispensed by the courts should
conform to the policy of the country, however
much that policy might be in conflict with the
norms of justice accepted in judiciaries
throughout the civilised world.

| feel oppressed by the atmosphere of white
domination that works all around in this
courtroom. Some how this atmosphere calls
to mind the in human injustices caused to my
people outside this courtroom by this same
white domination.

It reminds me that | am voteless because there
is a parliament in this country that is white-
controlled.

Mandela’s best known speech, delivered in
1964 from the dock of the Pretoria courtroom,
having been in jail two years already by then.
The speech was made famous by its closing
lines in which he speaks of democracy and
free society, an ideal for which he said he was
prepared to die.
